It is bounded

by the Chicago River to the east, Milwaukee Road railroad tracks on the west, Addison Street on the south

and Montrose Avenue on the north. The neighborhood was named after the American author Washington

Irving. The CTA Blue Line runs through this neighborhood. Irving Park Historical Society was formed in 1984

to help preserve the neighborhood’s heritage and Victorian architecture, which has survived since the late 

19th century.
